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THE DEMISE OF A GREAT
FRIEND OF ALLAH .

Nearing the end of 2017, the people of
Walsall witnessed the demise of a great
friend of Allah #£. The news of his demise
shocked the hearts of many across the
globe, his funeral was the biggest Walsall
had ever seen, so much so, that Walsall
council had to put a message out on social
media, telling people to avoid the Palfery
area in the afternoon due to a funeral taking
place. They also placed stewards at the
cemetery due to the vast number of
attendees.

Incidents like this do not happen by chance,
rather it is a sign from Allah % to the
creation of how He elevates the honour and
status of His close ones, and how He
embeds the love for them in the hearts of
the people. The demise of great
personalities bring the following hadith to
mind:

Narrated by Abu Hurayrah 2. The
Prophet () said, “If Allah loves a person,
He calls Jibra’il x4 saying, ‘Allah loves so

and-so; O Jibra’il! Love him.’ Jibra’il =&
would love him and then makes an

announcement amongst the inhabitants of
the Heaven. ‘Allah loves so-and-so,

therefore you should love him also,” and so

all the inhabitants of the Heaven would
love him, and then he is granted the
pleasure of the people on the
earth.” (Sahih-ul-Bukhari)

Who was this person? It was the well know
‘alim Hadhrat Mawlana Mohammad Hasan
Bodhanvi #, he lived a simple life
abstaining from the distractions of the world;
always engaged in dhikr (the remembrance)
of Allah #¢ until he breathed his last.

Hadhrat Mawlana Muhammad Hasan
was born in Bodhan, Gujarat, India in the
year 1930. His father, besides being
punctual of his obligatory duties, was also
very punctual in praying Nawafil prayers
particularly Tahajjud prayers, the Chasht
and the Awwabin prayers. He passed away
when Mawlana % was about 12 years of
age.

His father expressed his wishes before
passing away to near and dear ones, who
came to meet him that he wanted to make
his son to become an ‘@lim-e-deen (scholar
of Islam).

Hadhrat Mawlana & completed his Hifz
(memorisation) of the Qur’an in about a
year. His father would wake him up for
Tahajjud Salah at about 3am. Hadhrat
Mawlana’s father performed Tahajjud
Salah while Hadhrat Mawlana < would
memorise his Hifz lesson. Before going to
Madrasah, Hadhrat Mawlana < would
recite his lesson to his father daily.

Hadhrat Mawlana % completed his first
year of Persian by Mawlana Musa Ameji &
in Bodhan and then enrolled in the

Allah ¥ has granted us a temporary life in this world and promised us an ever-
lasting life in the Hereafter. This world is called Dar-ul-‘Amal and the Hereafter
is called Dar-ul-Jaza. Dar-ul-‘Amal means the place of ‘amal (deeds) i.e. the
place to do good and abstain from wrong and evil; and Dar-ul-Jazd means
the place for retribution i.e. the place where we will be rewarded for whatever
good we do in this world and face the consequences for whatever evil or
wrong we commit. Therefore, this world is a place where we make prepara-
tions for the Hereafter. Now we have a choice between utilising this life for do-
ing good to acquire the eternal bliss of the Hereafter, or indulging in enjoy-
ment and neglecting the Commands of Allah 4, thereby throwing away the
bounties of the Hereafter.

Allah 4 desires that we choose the success of the Hereafter, hence, whilst
evaluating the two worlds, Allah 4 uses the superlative form to describe the
Hereafter. He says,

You give preference to this worldly life; whereas the Hereafter is far better
and more lasting. (87:16-17)

This verse advises us that the Hereafter is far better than this world in both qual-
ity and quantity and therefore, we should endeavour to seek the success of
the Hereafter.

Quality of the Hereafter

The quality of the bounties which Allah 4 will grant His obedient servants in the
Hereafter are beyond imagination and description. Rasululldh & has said,

Allah #states: ‘| have prepared for My pious servants that which no eye
has seen, no ear has heard and neither has it crossed any person’s heart
and mind.’ (At-Tirmidhi)

In another hadith, Rasulullah & has said,

Listen carefully, the merchandise of Allah is invaluable; the merchandise of
Allah is Jannah. (Af-Tirmidhi)

Itis as if Allah 4 is selling Jannah in exchange for our good deeds. Jannah is not
cheap nor insignificant, rather it is priceless. On the other hand, worldly comforts

and pleasures hold no value in the sight of Allah 4. Allah 4 says,

And the comforts of the world are very little in comparison to the (pleasure of
the) Hereafter. (9:38)

Furthermore, Rasulullah # has said,

If (the value of) the world equalled a wing of a mosquito in the eyes of Allgh
¥ He would not even give a sip of water to the one who rejects Him and His
message. (At-Tirmidhi)

Therefore, the person striving for the luxuries and enjoyments of this world should
reflect and realise that the better thing to strive for is the luxury and enjoyment of
the Hereafter.

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Imam Muslim reports, on the authority of Abu Musa -, that the Prophet of
Allah % has said, “Verily Allah 4 spreads His Hands out during the night in
order to accept the repentance of those who have sinned in the day, and He
spreads His Hands out during the day in order to accept the repentance of

those who have sinned at night, until the sun does not rise from the west.

Mankind is created in such a way that he is able to acquire the happiness of Allah 4 through good
deeds and also cause the wrath and anger of Allah 4 through bad deeds. However it is the at
most grace and mercy of Allah ¥ that he has given us such a tool that can change this anger to
the happiness of Allah 4 and will Insha’Allah atftain the eternal happiness of the hereafter. This ool
is tawbah (repentance).

In this hadtth the Prophet of Allah 4 says that Allah 4 is ready to accept the repentance of a be-
liever whether it is day or night. However it is up 1o us as believers to utilise this ool of fawba imme-
diately after falling into sin and not wait for special imes and moments such the day of Friday, 15™
sha'ban, day of Arafah efc.

My respected Shaykh, mentor and teacher, Shaykh Mawlana Muhammed Saleem Dhorat hafiza-
hullah says that after sinning one should repent straight away and not wait for special moments, he
says that we need to learn to run from Allah 4 to Allah 4, just like a child when angering his mother
runs away in fear but ends up running into the arms of the mother, who upon seeing her child’s
fear is forced to be merciful towards him. Similarly when distancing ourselves from Allah 4 by dis-
obeying him and becoming deserving of his wrath and anger, we to need to use this tool of taw-
bah and run towards the mercy of Allah 4.

Now it is up to us as individuals to utilise the tools which Allah % has given to us, the tools of tawtbah
is indeed very powerful, however for our tawbah to be accepted in the court of Allah S there are a
few conditions;

1. Staying away from that particular sin.
2. Regretting our wrong doing.

3. Promising never to commit that sin again.

And if the sin was in regards to the rights of a person then there is a 4th condition,

4. To ask the person for forgiveness, and amend the wrong committed.

Alhamdulillah in the last series we finished the life of
Hadhrat Khadijah <. I firmly believe I haven’t done
justice to the life of Hadhrat Khadijah <. Neverthe-
less, I make Du‘a to Allah 4§ to accept my efforts and
forgive any short comings which I made. The Prophet
# said in a hadith to the nearest meaning that, “Every
son of Adam is a sinner, but the best of sinners is he
who repents.” I make Du‘a to Allah 4 that we learn
from the life of Hadhrat Khadijah <. This series has
been put into place so that we as people can look at
the lives of the wives/daughters of the Prophet # and
understand why they were like shining stars for the
Muslim Women of today.

Sadly, along with the lives of the male Sahaba, our
attitude and approach as Muslims is such, we either
listen to bayans or read a book, get that “hyped” feel-
ing that not only have we accomplished something but
we WILL act upon what has been said. We start to act
upon it and bring the lessons of the lives of the Sa-
haba into our own lives. However, after a week or 2
the motivation slowly deteriorates and we go back to
the way we were, or we take the second approach and
we look at the lives of Non-Believers and want to
bring their approach into our lives without realising
that, that path is taking them to Jahannam and they are
taking us with them. May Allah 4 protect us all from
this. May Allah % grant us all the ability to act upon
every command of Allah % to its full, and keep us on
the straight path, Ameen.

Insha’allah in today’s episode, I'm taking a small di-
version. Originally, I was going to write about each
wife of the Prophet #2. However, From Hadhrat
Khadijah <, our beloved Muhammad # was given a
total of 6 Children (2 sons and 4 Daughters). Both
sons died at an early age which left only 4 daughters.
The names of the 4 Daughters;

Hadhrat Zaynab &

Hadhrat Zaynab % was the eldest of the daughters of
our Beloved Muhammad # and first of the off-spring.
She was born 5 years into the marriage of Prophet
to Hadhrat Khadijah < when he # was 30 years old.
She was married to her cousin Abush-Shams bin Abdi
Manaf before the advent of Islam. They both cher-
ished one another and held a special place in both of
their hearts.

Zaynab £ life passed smoothly during her early years
in Makkah, until the most memorable point in history
occurred when her father, Muhammad # was chosen
to be a prophet. Thereupon, she suffered and struggled
in a way which seemed impossible for men, let alone
the women of the time. However, Zaynab < managed
to face these difficulties and became worthy of being
the daughter of Muhammad #.

When Zaynab < learnt of her father being a Nabi of
Allah 4 she, without hesitation, brought Iman upon
the religion of her father. However, she was worried
what her husband Abush-Shams would say. After ex-
plaining to Abush-Shams enthusiastically she asked
his opinion, she found him to be silent. When she in-
sisted for an answer, he said that he did not consider
be suitable for him to believe in the new faith and he
left the house in silence. Despite her deep love for her
husband, Zaynab 4 continued with her da‘wah and
did not hesitate to hold fast to her faith.

The Quraysh were successful in their plans to get 2 of
the 3 daughters (who were married) divorced. 2 of the
daughters of our Nabi # (Rugayyah and Umme
Kulthum) were married to the sons of Abu Lahab
(The greatest enemy of Islam). Even though Abu La-
hab was a bitter enemy of Islam, he knew that divorc-
ing a women was known as a shameful act. So, when
he was asked he remained silent. The Quraysh left
him to his wife, Umm Jamil bin Harb who rebuked
her husband for his delay in carrying out the plan.
Umm Jamil called her 2 sons and said “Listen to what
the elders of your tribe want to tell you.” They said
“We hear and obey.” The command was non-
negotiable for the 2 sons. They hurried back home and
sent both Rugayyah and Umme Kulthum < back to
Prophet 4. The Quraysh became happy and they

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Time to Change

Perspiration drips down his forehead as he walks
through the streets of the village, eagerly looking for
customers. The block of ice covered by the sack
slowly melts as the sun’s intensity increases. A small
child runs up to his cart and says, “Could I have a
strawberry flavour ice stick?” The man hurriedly
scrapes off the ice, shapes it into a ball, puts it on a
stick and drizzles the flavouring over the ice. The
child hands over the money and speeds off happily
with his treat. The man looks into his money pouch
and realises that he still has much more to sell in order
to provide for that day’s food. Yet the ice on his cart
is slowly melting...

15 years ago, this scene would be familiar to the peo-
ple living in the villages of India.

The ice seller sets off from his house with his most
important commodity, ice. The income from selling
this ice will bring food onto the dining cloth and will
see to any medical needs that may come up. However
there is a catch. The ice, with each passing minute, is
slowly melting away. The man is on a deadline; sell
as much as possible in as little time as possible or risk
the survival of his family. In short, using this ice in
the best way holds the key to survival for his family
and dependants. Allah ¥ has also given us a “block of
ice.” It too is slowly but surely “melting away” and
we must make sure we have maximised enough bene-
fit from it. This ice of ours is time. Unfortunately, our
behaviour with time is unlike the behaviour of the ice
seller towards his ice. Allah 4 sums our behaviour up
in a verse of the Glorious Qur’an, “The reckoning of
the people has drawn near to them, while they are in
negligence, turning away (from its signs).” (21:1) In
this verse Allah 4£ explains the reality that time is
coming to an end and the reckoning which will be
taken is coming very close. Regrettably, this precious
time we have been gifted with has been neglected and
not been used in earning the pleasure of Allah %.

limited life span we have to acquire a quality called
“Taqwa.” Allah % says in the Glorious Qur’an,

“O you who believe, fear Allah 3 as he should be
feared, and let not yourself die save as mus-
lims” (3:102)

“O you who believe, fear Alldh % and be in the com-
pany of the pious” (9:119)

“O you who believe, fear Allah % and a speak in
straightforward words” (33:70)

In all these verses, and many more, Allah % reiterates
one lesson; use the time you have been given to attain
Taqwa. A person can fully appreciate the meaning of
Taqwa by the following conversation between Amirul
Mu’minin Umar ibn Al-Khattab <« and Sayyidina
Ubay ibn Ka‘b «,

Umar: What is tagwa?

Ubay: O Amirul-Mu 'minin, have you ever travelled
on a path surrounded by thorns?

Umar: Yes I have.
Ubay: How did you walk along this path?

Umar: I gathered all my clothes together (so that they
may not get caught in the thorns) and I walked with
extreme care.

Ubay: This, O Amirul-Mu 'minin, is the reality of
tagwa.

From this vivid description, we understand that the
journey of our lives will be full of thorns strewn
across our path by shaytan and nafs.

The thorns are the different sins we face in our lives.
True taqwa is that each and every moment of ours is
spent avoiding and circumnavigating through these
thorns.

As a poet says:

“Abstain from sins; the big and the small, this is true
tagwa”

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+| It seems a daunting task; something unattainable. But the rewards promised are great. Alldh 45 in one verse indi-
] cates the reward of struggling to attain him:

v “And for those who strive in our way, we will certainly take them onto our paths” (29:69)

Thus, the most virtuous avenue of spending our time is refraining from committing any act of disobedience to-

wards Allah #. This requires us to have self-control and the ability to stop ourselves when faced with carrying
out a haram act. This self-control is not something which everyone can attain overnight and act accordingly. In
the same way a person needs to practice to perfect a certain quality, so too does the quality of self-control need to
be practiced so that it can be perfected. If a person practices self-control in those things which are permissible,
then automatically he has the power to control himself in the impermissible; as the idiom goes, “Look after the
pennies and the pounds will look after themselves.”

] A person, who is particular in safeguarding each and every penny, will see a considerable amount of savings at
| the end of the year which will go into the pounds. Similarly, if we are particular in exercising control over our-

Sunnah of Entering the toilet (PART3)

Two points to keep in mind,

1. Not being careful when relieving ourselves is a very grave sin. Great care should be taken when using the rest-
room. When passing urine, utmost care should be taken that the splashes do not go on the body or clothes.
It is possible that without even knowing splashes are going on parts of our body and clothes. Hence we are mak-
ing our body and clothes impure.
