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THE PASSING OF A GREAT 

FRIEND OF ALLĀH S.  

The final moments of Hadhrat Mawlānā 

Mohamad Hasan Bodhanwi  (Tai) v – an eye 

witness account  

 

We, some of the immediate family members 

were blessed by the Will of Allāh S to be 

present at the time our beloved father Hadhrat 

Mawlānā Mohamad Hasan Bodhanwi v 

departed this temporary abode and reached the 

Mercy of Allāh S. 

 

Our beloved father’s health deteriorated 

considerably from 12pm onwards on Thursday 

28th December 2017. His last audible words we 

can recount were ‘alhumdulillah shukr’ in reply 

to a doctor asking about how he was feeling 

between 11am-12pm. He was administered 

higher doses of oxygen support and required a 

fluid drip as he was unable to eat or drink. From 

2pm onwards, he barely opened his eyes or 

spoke.  

 

We had entered the blessed night of Jum’uah 

and our beloved father’s spirituality only 

strengthened with the passing of every moment. 

After 6pm, whilst an audible recitation of Surah 

Yaseen was being recited near him, he lifted his 

frail right hand towards his head to check if he 

was wearing his topi. It was due to his raised 

fever that afternoon that it was removed to help 

regulate his temperature. We placed his topi 

upon his head, a sunnah he loved and an item 

he was rarely seen without even in sickness. 

The importance he attached to his topi and its 

correct positioning was further reinforced when 

he lifted his right hand for the second time 

towards his head and felt with his fingers the 

hem of the topi to ensure it was clearly aligned 

above his forehead. 

 

What was to follow was even more remarkable 

and presented to us his deepened spirituality 

despite his very weak physical state. Our father, 

in his last few days was unable to recall salāh 

times himself and relied on us to tell him that 

salāh time had started, yet on this occasion he 

seemed very focused in mind and intention. It 

was only when he knew for sure that he was 

wearing his topi, we observed him carry out 

actions of salāh similar to his salāh of the 

previous few days: he lifted his weak hands for 

takbir and raised his tashahhud finger 4 to 5 

times.  

 

We continued to recite the talqeen slowly and 

audibly and thereafter we gave him zamzam 

water three times by squeezing a small sponge 

soaked in zamzam into his mouth and slow 

movement of his lips and mouth area gave us 

the indication of his acceptance of it as his final 

drink. We then placed ‘oud onto his hands and 

his clothing to help him fulfil another sunnah of 

jum’uah he so dearly loved and practiced in his

Quantity of the Hereafter 

The life of the Hereafter is much longer and more 

lasting than this worldly life, in fact it is everlast-

ing. Allāh S says, 

 

 

Imām Al-Ghazālī v beautifully illustrates an exam-

ple to help us comprehend the longevity of the 

Hereafter. He states that if all the space between the 

earth and the sky was filled with grains and a bird 

was to come and take away one grain every million 

years, a day will eventually come when no grains 

will remain; however the life of the Hereafter will 

never end. (Iḥyā-‘Ulūm-id-Dīn)  

 

Once, Sayyidunā Sulaymān u was travelling on 

his throne high up in the sky. Two ladies saw this 

amazing scene and in wonder and astonishment 

said, “Subḥānallāh, the family of Dāwūd u have 

been granted a great kingdom.” As the winds were 

under the command of Sulaymān u, they would 

bring every sound to his ears. When Sulaymān u 

heard this, he ordered the winds to bring his throne 

to the ground. Sulaymān u, questioned them 

about their statement. They replied, “We spoke 

only good, O Nabī of Allāh! We said, 

‘Subḥānallāh, the family of Dāwūd u have been 

granted a great kingdom.’” Sulaymān u remarked, 

“Your saying subḥānallāh is far more precious than 

all that has been given to the family of Dāwūd 

u.” (Tārīkh Dimashq) The reason behind this 

statement by Sulaymān u was that his great king-

dom would eventually perish, whereas the reward 

for saying one subḥānallāh would remain forever.  

 

The same is the case with all our actions; whatever 

we do, use or save for any worldly benefit remains 

limited to our life in this world, and whatever we 

do for the Sake of Allāh S and our Hereafter will 

remain forever. Once, the Ṣaḥābah y slaughtered a 

goat and distributed its meat. Rasūlullāh s asked 

what was left from the goat. ‘Ā’ishah  replied 

that all of it had gone apart from its shoulder. Rasū-

lullāh s, remarked, “The whole goat remains but 

the shoulder,” i.e. the reward of the meat which has 

been distributed will remain and the shoulder which 

you have saved for me will not. (At-Tirmidhī) 

Allāh S says, 

What are You Going to Choose? 

As we can see, from the perspective of both quan-

tity and quality, the Hereafter is by far better than 

this world. However, if hypothetically, the Hereaf-

ter was only better from the aspect of it being ever-

lasting, and from a quality aspect the materialistic 

things of the world were better, even then an intelli-

gent person would give preference to something 

everlasting over a temporary benefit. If a sound-

minded person was given a choice between having 

a very nice and elegant mansion worth a million 

pounds, with all its luxuries and comforts, for a 

limited period of only five years followed by being 

homeless, or having permanent ownership of a 

cheap terraced house worth only seventy thousand 

pounds, he will no doubt choose the second option, 

as it will benefit him his entire lifetime and even his 

progeny. Similarly, if the Hereafter only had the 

aspect of being everlasting, we should still give it 

preference over this world. In reality, this world is 

no comparison to the Hereafter; neither in quality 

nor quantity. Allāh S orders His Messenger s in the 

Glorious Qur’ān to say,

lifetime and were able to mirror his practice of sharing ‘itr. We gently applied zamzam water to his face and chest and soulfully 

and solemnly recited Yaseen along with durood silently. One granddaughter gently blew over him the Qur’ān she had 

unknowingly yet so timely completed ten minutes prior to his passing and he seemed relaxed and breathed softly. The 

atmosphere in the room was of heightened calm and serenity.  

 

It is only moments later we noticed that our beloved father’s oxygen intake had suddenly subsided and in our hearts, we knew 

that Allāh S’s timely order had come. He passed away calmly and peacefully at 7.18pm with no apparent sign of distress or 

difficulty- Innalillahi wa inna ilayhi rajioon. The beautiful smile he wore at his last moment was timeless and the sheer radiating 

noor emitting from his blessed face readily imprinted our minds and hearts for a lifetime. Our father’s love and habit of 

dhikrullah was his hallmark and trait in his lifetime and at his most final moment Allāh S had bestowed him with His 

remembrance; hidden under the sheets, unknown to us at the time, it was discovered later in the night that the fingers of both 

hands were positioned as though he was making dhikr on them when he silently passed away. His right hand’s thumb was 

pressed into the middle part of his right hand’s shahādah finger and his left hand’s thumb was pressed into the middle of his 

left hand’s third finger. 

 

We then began the swift task of closing his eyes and tied a cloth around his head, straightening his limbs and tying together 

his toes. SubhanAllāh, he left this world with his most beloved and most practiced traits - his love for the sunnah, his love for 

salāh and his love for doing dhikr – and his death and its finality truly mirrored how he lived his life, alhumdulillah thumma 

alhumdulillah. 

 

The muslim doctor on call who confirmed his death commented on how different he looked compared to other bodies she had 

seen and how he still looked alive after he had passed away. SubhanAllāh. 

 

May Allāh S bless our beloved father with the du‘as he so often made and asked us to make for him. May Allāh S grant him 

‘a lofty place in paradise, the close companionship of our beloved prophet s and that of the saliheen.’ And may we all take 

example and lead a life that is pleasing to Allāh S and may we all be blessed with khatimā bil imān.

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LESSONS FROM ḤǔDǬTH

Abu Hurayrah t reported that the Prophet s said; ñDo not make your 
homes into graveyards, and do not make my grave a (place of) festival, 

and send salutations upon me, for verily your salutations reach me wher-
ever you may be.ò 

 

In this adǭth the Prophet of AllǕh s has mentioned three points: 
The first being that do not make you homes into graveyards. There are many opinions re-
garding the meaning of this, which the commentators have mentioned. One is that the same 
way in which no recitation of the QurôǕn and no other optional acts are carried out in the 
graveyard, in the same way, do not make your homes such that no recitation of the QurôǕn 
and no other optional acts are carried out. Sadly it has become a common practice amongst 
us, that the Glorious QurôǕn, which was sent to us through the blessed tongue of Prophet s, 
remains on the shelves in our homes accumulating dust for the majority part of the year, un-
til the month of RamadhǕn. The QurôǕn should have a set portion in our daily timetables. My 
respected teacher, mentor and reviver of the youth, Shaykh-ul- adǭth, a rat MawlǕnǕ Mu-
hammad Saleem Dhorat hafizahullǕh mentioned in a lecture, which took place in Preston, 
that the minimum amount of allocated time for the Glorious QurôǕn should be at least 15 
minutes, then slowly, but constantly increasing. Then, come the month of Rama Ǖn, our 
spiritual car should be in fifth gear and we should maximise our efforts behind the QurôǕn 
and recite as much as possible. 
 
The second point the Prophet of AllǕh s mentioned is that do not make my grave a place of 
festival. Meaning do not gather in front of my grave to celebrate my being but rather stand 
with humility and show respect with this in mind that this is that being because of whom to-
day we read the kalimah and have imǕn in our hearts, it can be seen when visiting the 
blessed grave of Prophet s, that instead of sending salat and salǕm upon the Blessed 
Prophet we see people trying to look through the golden gates or even trying to take photos, 
selfies or even recording. These blessed places are not the correct time or place for these 
actions. This is regarded as against etiquettes and respect.    
 
The final point the Prophet of AllǕh s has mentioned is send salutations upon me for verily 
your salutations reach me wherever you my be. Approaching the blessed month of 
Rama Ǖnwe should make it a point to increase our salutations upon Prophet s; this can be 
achieved by setting our daily targets. Then come the day of Friday we should increase it. 
 
InshaôAllǕh if we keep these few things in mind we will find our lives to be more fruitful 
whether it be the month of Rama Ǖnor not.  
 
May AllǕh S give us all the ability to value these opportunities and value these important 
moments in the year .Amǭn 
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Q. In the month of Ramadhān, is there any problem in having a space of around 10 minutes be-

tween the adhān and iqāmah, taking into consideration the fasting people? 

A. There is no problem in delaying the Maghrib salāh for 5 -7 minutes during Iftār; it is 

permissible without any detestability. If the person doing iftār at home cannot reach in time, 

to fix 10 minutes of delay is also correct. They should try to come early or do iftāri in the 

masjid and not inconvenience those present by making them wait. 

In Kabiirī it mentioned: 

óAnd the most correct opinion is that it is detestable to delay except if there is an excuse such as 

travelling or one is eating or something of this kind or if the delay is little.ô 

 (Shaykh Muftī ʿAbdur-Raḥīm Lājpūrī v) 

 

Q. Is it necessary to fast those fast which were omitted whilst travelling? 

A. Yes! If one finds the opportunity, then it will be necessary to fast. If one does not fast, 

then it will be incumbent to make wassiyah on the condition that he leaves behind money in 

his estate. If the person died on his travel or he died after he became muqīm but he did not 

get the opportunity to make up the missed fasts, then it will not be incumbent to make wassi-

yah. If he had the opportunity to make up some of them, then it will be necessary to make 

them up. If he was unable to make them up, then it will be incumbent on him to do wassiyah 

for them. For example, a person missed 10 fasts of the month of Ramdhān and he had the op-

portunity to make up 5 out of the 10, however did not do so, then it will be necessary for him 

to do wassiyah of the remaining 5 not more. It has been mentioned in Shāmī: 

(if they pass away in that state) i.e. In that excuse (then it will be necessary) upon them (to make 

wassiyah for fidya) because they did not attain the óother daysô. (And if they pass away after the 

excuse has goneô then it will be necessary) to make wassiyah equivalent to the amount of óother 

daysô attained. (Durre MukhtǕr, ShǕmǭ)

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The daughters of the Prophet s 
( Ustadhji Mohammed Surti)  

 

It was during the battle of Badr where things 

changed for both Zaynab  and Abush-Shams. 

Abush-Shams was part of the army of the 

Quraysh who wanted to finish Islām. However, as 

we know, with the Help of Allāh S, the 313 Mus-

lims were victorious over the 1000 Quraysh. 

Abush-Shams was taken as a prisoner of war. 

However, even though he and many others were 

prisoners of war, they were well looked after by 

the Muslim. When the Quraysh army returned, 

Zayab  went in search of her Husband. When 

she learnt that her husband was taken back to 

Madinah as a prisoner of war her heart lightened 

knowing that her husband would be with her fa-

ther who would look after him. Zaynab  insisted 

to pay the ransom of her husband herself. Zaynab 

 gave her the necklace which her mother Khadi-

jah  gave at the time of her marriage to give to 

her father to release her husband.  

 

When her Brother in Law got to Madinah, he ap-

proached the Prophet s and said “Zaynab  the 

daughter of Muhammad, sent me with this neck-

lace to ransom my brother”. When Prophet s 

opened the package, he found Khadijah ’s neck-

lace. Prophet s’s heart softened and said to those 

around “This is Khadija’s necklace sent to me by 

Zaynab for the ransom of her husband, Abul-‘As 

bin Rabi. If you agree to set him free and give her 

back the necklace then do so please. They cried in 

unison, “We do, O Messenger of Allāh s.”  

 

As Abush-Shams observed this whole event, it 

engraved in his heart and affected him afterwards. 

When Abush-Shams was released and arrived in 

Makkah he retuned home. His heart was broken 

as the Prophet of Allāh s had made him promise 

to allow Zaynab to emigrate because Islām had 

separated both of them (Zaynab  and Abush-

Shams).  Zaynab  the believer was no longer fit 

for Abush-Shams. 

 

When Abush-Shams entered the home, his face 

did not look like a loving husband. Rather of 

someone who knew his time was up. When Zay-

nab  welcomed him with sweet words, he re-

sponded with a cold response. She asked him 

what was wrong and was told to emigrate back to 

her father in Madinah within a few days. Zayd 

Bin Harith would come from Madinah to a place 

called Batn Ya’juj to escort Zaynab  to Madinah 

who at the time was 4 months pregnant. Abush-

Shams asked his brother, Kinanah, to take Zaynab 

 to Batn Ya’jooj. As Kinanah escorted Zaynab 

, a group of people spotted them and considered 

her emigration in daylight a blatant challenge to 

them. So, they chased the caravan. When they 

caught up they asked Kinanah to take Zaynab  

back, but he refused. One of them, Habbar Bin Al

-Aswad, tried to cow her with his spear. But be-

fore he could, Zaynab  fell from her camel, bled 

and lost her baby.  

 

When Kinanah saw her bleeding, he retuned her 

back home and thought it would be better for her 

to recover then set-off again. He took her home

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where she was nursed by the women of the family. The men who hurt Zaynab  were jubilant of their 

deed and thought her return to her husband was a victory of them and a defeat for Prophet s. Hind Bin 

Utbah saw what they did together with her husband Abu Sufyaan and sarcastically said “In war you are 

like women and in peace you are harsh”.  The group of men left overwhelmed with shame. Even their 

own daughters and women criticised their hateful deed. After a few days Zaynab  was guided by Ki-

nanah to Zayd Bin Harith who then escorted her back to Madinah to Prophet s.

THE IMPORTANCE OF SACRED ILM (PART 2)  

Oh AllŃh grant me beneficial knowledge ... 

 
The sahābiyāt understood that the seeking of knowledge was obligatory upon them; they 
knew that as soon as the uttered the shahādah, that not only did the five pillars become farỘh 
(obligatory) upon them but the acquisition of knowledge of how to perform these acts also be-
come incumbent.  
 
The acquisition of knowledge has always had a positive impact on a woman, her household 
and essentially society as a whole. A woman has been born to be a teacher, and her first 
classroom is her household, she is the teacher of the next generation.  
 
It is mentioned in a adīth that Rasulullah s said:  
"When Allāh desires good for a person, He gives him an understanding of the Deen. I am a 

distributor of knowledge and Allāh is the real giver." (Bukhari and Muslim)  
 
 It is also related in another adīth that when a person dies, his deeds are cut off, except the 

reward of three deeds:  

(1) Sadaqah-e-jǕriyah (continuous charity - example giving a property, building, well, or Mas-

jid in the name of Allāh),  

(2) Knowledge which benefits the people (for example by teaching, writing books, etc.),  

(3) A pious child that makes du‘ās for the deceased. (Muslim) The meaning of this adīth is 

that the reward of all good deeds cease once a person dies. However, these three deeds 

are such that their rewards continue even after death. So although a person is unable to 

carry out any deeds themselves, the reward of helping/benefitting others continues, pious 

children make du’ā for their parents, so this act also remains.  
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Time to Change  

(Part 2)

A person who spends his precious time in gaining this self-control becomes the ruler of 

his nafs and is easily able to resist the temptations of evil and harãm, which in actual 

fact is taqwã. Once taqwã becomes the most important aspect of his life, he will find the 

help of Allãh S always with Him; in this world and the hereafter.  

Time-Taqwã-Ramadhãn The month of Ramadhãn is fast approaching; a month in which 

the blessings and mercies of Allãh S descend in abundance. Fasting, a great pillar of 

Islãm, is carried out. Allãh S explains the objective of this month of long, intensive 

fasting;  

“The fasts have been enjoined upon you, as they were enjoined upon those before you, 

so that you may be god fearing” (2:183)  

Thus the objective of Ramadhãn and fasting is also to acquire this quality of taqwã. It is 

for this reason that from dawn till sunset we practice staying away from permissible acts 

such as eating, drinking and cohabiting with our wives. After spending 29/30 days in 

such a manner, we learn to control our permissible desires so that as we move onto the 

rest of the year, we can use this self-control in staying away from the impermissible and 

haram desires which are ever present. For the one who succeeds in this Allãh S prom-

ises;  

“Whereas for the one who feared to stand before his Lord, and restrained his nafs from 

the (evil) desire, the paradise will be the abode” (79:40-41) 

 Everything is interconnected. Time is to be used in gaining taqwã, and the month of 

Ramadhãn and its fasting is also for the acquisition of taqwã. Therefore, as the ice seller 

is desperate to sell as much ice as possible before it melts, we too must use this time and 

more importantly the month of Ramadhãn in gaining taqwã, before this priceless time 

slips from our hands and we fail to meet the objective of our life. 

“Life is passing by,
